Our volunteers have fed, clothed, and entertained over
1,000 homeless guests in 2006.

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Picnic Highlights

In 2007, the picnic served approximately 1,100 homeless guests. 350 volunteers, including
homeless citizens gave selflessly their time and talent to create a successful event donating
more than 5,000 hours of community service.

The event provided a refuge away from the stress of daily life for homeless families. They
were treated to free food and beverages in a picnic atmosphere. A free clothing store was
setup offering a place where parents can select much needed clothing for themselves and
their children. Adults and children enjoyed playing lawn games, participating in craft
activities, selecting free toys and books, and watching the arrangement of talented
entertainers.

2007 Highlights:

Transported 162 guests from 40 shelter systems in central Columbus

Served 1,150 plates of hot food, and over 2,000 servings of beverages

Gave away 150 back to school back packs filled with school supplies, small toys, and
books to children

Gave away 500 toiletry bags filled with much needed necessities
